March is Multiple Sclerosis (MS) awareness month. In MS, the immune
system attacks the protective sheath (myelin) that covers nerve fibers
and causes communication problems between your brain and the rest
of your body. Eventually, the disease can cause permanent damage or
deterioration of the nerves. Low levels of vitamin D and low exposure
to sunlight may increase the risk. Treatment is dependent on
symptoms and presentation. In Canada:

Canada continues to have one of the highest rates of MS in the world - with over 90,000 people living
with MS - 1 in every 400 people. The Atlas of MS report provides updated information on people living
with MS in Canada. Here are some current facts:

e 4,377 people are diagnosed with MS each year - almost 12 people per day

e Average age of diagnosis is 43 years

e 75% of the people living with MS are women
