Designated Fire Wardens need to be trained in First Aid
& be physically capable of quickly clearing the area in
case of an emergency. 
Employees who are physically challenged to evacuate in
case of an emergency need to have two employees
assigned to provide assistance. 
Be clear in communications to note who will respond in
an emergency.
